
REGULATIONS 

2017 SUA Asian SAMBO Championship 

for Seniors (M-F), Youth (M-F), Juniors (M-F), 

and Combat SAMBO for  Seniors (M) 

at Tashkent, UZBEKISTAN from  29 June – 03 July 2017 

 

1. General terms.  

1.1 The 2017 Asian SAMBO Championship among Seniors, Youth, Juniors and Asian Combat 

SAMBO Championship among Seniors is to be carried out in accordance with FIAS 

Competition Rules and Regulations  

 

1.2 The 2017 Asian SAMBO Championship among Seniors, Youth, Juniors and Asian Combat 

SAMBO Championship among Seniors will be organized and conducted by the SAMBO Union 

of Asia (SUA) and hosted by the Uzbekistan SAMBO Association in cooperation with the State 

Committee for Physical Culture and Sport of Uzbekistan, the National Olympic Committee of 

Uzbekistan and the Center for Development of Martial Arts of Uzbekistan.  

 

1.3 The Asian SAMBO Championship among Seniors, Youth, Juniors and the Asian Combat 

SAMBO Championship among Seniors are organized to so as to popularize and develop 

SAMBO as an Olympic Sport in Asia and thus strengthen international sporting relations.  

 

2. Date and venue.  

2.1 The championship will take place from 29
th

 June to 3
rd

 July 2017 at the Sport Complex 

“Uzbekistan”, General Khodjaev Street, 1, Tashkent, Uzbekistan. 

 

2.2 Accreditation: All participants are required to comply with the Asian SAMBO Championship 

accreditation procedure. Place of accreditation for all participating teams shall be at the Hotel 

“International”, Amir Timur Street, 107 A, Tashkent, Uzbekistan. 

 

2.3 Accommodation: The Official hotels for all participants are the hotel “International” and the 

“Miran International”. 

 

3. Conditions of participation.  

3.1 All National SAMBO Federations affiliated to the SAMBO Union of Asia are eligible to take 

part in the 2017 Asian SAMBO Championship among Seniors, Youth, Juniors and in the Asian 

Combat SAMBO Championship among Seniors.  

 

3.2 Composition of the National Team:  Maximum 76 Members (Official-1, Coaches-6, Athlets-

67, Referees -2). 

  

3.3 The Championship Entry forms with the individual details and total number of all 

participants should be sent by each National SAMBO Federation to the Asian Championship 

Organizing Committee no later than 10
th

 of June 2017.   

 

3.4 The Sambo Association of Uzbekistan will provide the requisite visa support only to those 

National delegations, which provide the Entry Lists of participants along with scanned copies of 

their passports, in a timely manner no later than 5
th

 of June 2017.  

 

 

 

 



3.5 The application forms for accommodation and airport transfer should be submitted to the 

Asian Championship Organizing Committee no later than 10
th

 of June, 2017. In case of 

submission of hotel accommodation application after the 10
th

 of June 2017, the cost of 

accommodation per person per day during the competition will be increased to USD 150/per day. 

In case of accommodation without services of the Host organization, each participant shall pay to 

the Host an accreditation fee at the Championship in the amount of 150 USD per person, which 

covers organizational expenses. 

 

3.6 The entry forms for the athletes’ registration in each weight category should be submitted to 

the Asian Championship Organizing Committee no later than 10
th

 of June 2017. 

 

3.7 Admission of the athletes is made by means of the FIAS on-line license and competitions 

registration system: http://registration.sambo-fias.org/. To access the individual site of each NSF, 

it is required that each NSF must obtain a login and password to the system from FIAS. The 

admission of athletes is carried out only through the FIAS on line system for registration of 

licenses and registration for competitions. The cost of the license is USD 35.00 . All questions 

related to the on line registration should be addressed to FIAS: tel. +7(495) 411-61-37, 

info@sambo-fias.com. 

 

3.8 According to the FIAS Competition Rules and Regulations all participants of the official 

FIAS competitions must get a Back Number Patch on their sambo jackets (for both red and 

blue jackets) indicating surname and name (no more than 12 letters) as well as the country code 

of the participant. The Back Number Patches must be ordered on www.sambobacknumber.com. 

Athletes who do not have a backnumber on the back of the sambo jacket will not be 

allowed to compete. 

 

4. Technical specifications of the Championship  

4.1 Weight categories: 

Adults:  

- Sports SAMBO (Male): 52, 57, 62, 68, 74, 82, 90, 100, +100 kg;  

- Sports SAMBO (Female): 48, 52, 56, 60, 64, 68, 72, 80, +80 kg;  

- Combat SAMBO (Male): 52, 57, 62, 68, 74, 82, 90, 100, +100 kg.  

Juniors (Date of Birth 1997-1998; 1999*): 

- Sports SAMBO (Male): 48, 52, 57, 62, 68, 74, 82, 90, 100, +100 kg; 

- Sports SAMBO (Female): 44, 48, 52, 56, 60, 64, 68, 72, 80, +80 kg; 

Youth ( Date of Birth 1999-2000; 2001*): 

- Sports SAMBO (Male): 48, 52, 56, 60, 65, 70, 75, 81, 87, +87 kg; 

- Sports SAMBO (Female): 40, 44, 48, 52, 56, 60, 65, 70, 75, +75 kg; 

* Article 4, Clause 3. Contestants shall be admitted in accordance with the Regulation. In 

addition, athletes involved in competitions having the closest year of birth shall be permitted to 

join a given age group. 

 

4.2 The Asian Championship Organizing Committee guarantees first aid provision to all the 

participants of each National SAMBO delegation. 



  

4.3 The Asian Championships are held in the individual event as per  the Olympic system, with 

the "repechage" of  the semi-finalists. Team places are defined according to the total number of 

prize places. 

 

4.4 All participants, coaches, referees and representatives must be covered under a medical 

insurance policy that is valid in Uzbekistan. The validity of the medical insurance will be 

checked at the weigh-in. Athletes without a valid medical insurance cover will not be allowed to 

participate in the Asian championship. 

 

4.5 Only international category referees under the SUA invitation with a corresponding license 

for the current year 2017 are able to officiate the Championships. 

 

4.6 All heads of delegations must bring with them an audio recording of their respective national 

anthem (in a СD / Flash Drive) along with   2 sets of their National flags (1 X 2 meters). 

 

5. Financial terms and rates  

 
5.1 Each member of the official delegation is obliged to pay USD 100.00 per day ( towards 2 
meals a day and hotel accommodation). The Cost of transfer from Tashkent International Airport 
– official hotel - competition area and back must also be paid additionally at USD 20.00 per 
person.  
 
5.2 The heads of delegations have to fulfill and settle all financial issues with the Organizing 

Committee at the day of arrival and satisfy all the requirements of the accreditation.  

 

5.3 The Organizing Committee shall provide free meals and accommodation for the Chairman of 

SUA Referees Commission, Chief Secretary, 18 referees in accordance with the SUA 

Regulations 

 

5.4 FIAS shall pay a per-diem allowance to the Chief Referee and Chief Secretary at the rate of 

USD 100.00 per for each day of competitions, including the days of arrival and departure. FIAS 

shall pay a per diem allowance for the 18 referees at the rate of  USD 50.00 per each day of 

competitions. 

 

6. Awarding of Medals to the winners  

 

6.1 All winners will be awarded with medals, diplomas and prizes.  

 

6.2 The competitors should wear only red SAMBO uniforms at the official ceremonies of the 

Asian Sambo Championship  

 

6.3 The national anthem will be played and the national flag will be raised in honor of the 

winners. 

 

 

7 Anti-Doping 

7.1 Doping Test and controls will be conducted by the Anti-Doping Organization officially 

recognized by WADA. The selection of the athletes for doping tests will be carried out in 

accordance with the FIAS Anti-Doping Rules 2015, which are based on 2015 WADA Code and 

is available at www.sambo-fias.com .  

 



The selected athletes will be accompanied by a chaperone from the moment when they receive 

the notice until they arrive to the doping control station. One person according the choice of the 

athlete (the team physician, trainer and head of delegation) can accompany him/her and observe 

the doping controls procedure. In the case the Organizing Committee does not provide 

accreditation card with photograph, the selected athlete is required to provide to the Doping 

Control Officer a valid passport or identity document with photograph. Please consider the 

possible delay caused by doping control and do not book your return flight ticket 

immediately after the competition finishes.  

 

 

8. Terms and Regulations  

8.1 The Championships is to be carried out in accordance with the FIAS Regulations on 

Preparation and Staging of the Official Competitions (sports and organizational rules) and the 

International SAMBO Competitions Rules. 

 

8.2 The representatives of the National SAMBO Federations will be admitted to the VIP area 

only if he/she is attired in formal clothing and admission in sportswear will be restricted. In order 

to provide well-organized championship and to create comfort for all the participants, entry 

forms and applications should be completed with all details and dispatched in time with 

accordance to applications № 1, 2, 3, and 4.
